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A subsurface setting of the Mitsuishi Serpentinite Body,

A subsurface distribution of the serpentinite body is expected

to reflect the emplacement process of the Cretaceous arc-trench
system. Then, a setting of the body was estimated from airborne
magnetic data. The intensity of apparent magnetization was calcul ated
around 5 - 8 A/m on the serpentinite body. The positive anomaly

area consists with the distribution of serpentinite indicated

in the geological map. However, it was difficult to examine the

depth and the inclination of the body by the data. Synthetic

modeling suggests that dense magnetic anomaly data, obtained

from surveys near or on the ground, will reveal the detail of

the body.
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
